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PART ONE: THE INNER YOU
!In Part One of the interpretations you will read two sections concerned with your
individual traits.
!The first section describes your ego (sun), emotional make-up (moon), learning and
intellectual orientation (Mercury), relationships and sociability (Venus), and the
expression and focus of your physical energy (Mars).

!The second section describes how well you deal internally with the external
situations that you experience in life. Your capacity for happiness (Jupiter), ability
to tolerate restrictions and frustrations (Saturn), how you are associated with or
relate to new or innovative ideas and methods, and radical ideas and events that
upset the status quo (Uranus), how you are associated with or affected by public
ideals, morality, and spirituality (Neptune), and how you are associated with or
affected by public policies toward crime, toward the power of government and
industry, and toward exploration, development, conservation and distribution of
natural resources (Pluto).

SUN
!The sun rules will power and ego. It is the core of your potential and uniqueness as
an individual; who you are and what you are about. It represents the main direction
and focus you want your life to take, and your determination to accomplish what
you set out to do. It is your personal honesty and integrity, and the ability to
command respect and authority, to impress and influence others.

SUN in PISCES
!As the twelfth sign of the zodiac, Pisces represents the twelfth and final stage in
the evolution of man and his place in the universe. Here, the desire is to use all that
has been learned and assimilated in order to gain perfection; of man as an individual
and humanity as a whole. This perfection leads man to his rightful place in the
universe. Though not all Pisceans occupy their time with such lofty aspirations as
attaining their rightful place in the universe, the notion of perfection is a strong
factor in their personality. They find it difficult to deal with people and situations
that do not live up to their idealized images. It isn't that they can't see things
clearly, they just don't want to accept things as they really are. Seeking greater
perfection than the real world is capable of producing, they often turn to religion or
other spiritual and philosophical disciplines.

!Pisceans readily adapt to change. This trait is a strength because it is a survival
mechanism, and a weakness because it makes them vulnerable to the demands and
influence of other people. In spite of their sensitive personality and delicate physical
constitutions, most Pisceans are survivors. Their adaptability allows them to
outlast those who may be much stronger. Because they so readily identify with the
feelings of others, and willingly adapt themselves to different people and changing
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feelings of others, and willingly adapt themselves to different people and changing

circumstances, they risk the exploitation or loss of their own needs, ideas, and
talent. The opposite side of the coin is that adaptability also allows Pisceans to gain
personal power over those they understand so well and turn it to their own
advantage. The fish is the astrological symbol for Pisces. The fish is pictured as a
double figure seen to swim in either direction. This represents the ultimate Piscean
choice; either to be strong and overcome weakness inherent in their sensitive
nature, or to become the victim of this acute vulnerability.

!Pisceans react emotionally to everything they experience in life. Before they take
physical action, before they sort out the practicality of what they are doing, and
before they reason things out intellectually, they give in to their feelings.
Compassionate and fair-minded, they are not at all afraid to bend unbreakable rules
if the situation demands a more humane approach. They make excellent judges,
sensitive administrators, and inspirational teachers. Their surplus of emotions
implies an addictive nature, and thus it is necessary to avoid habit-forming drugs
and other substances. To maintain their emotional equilibrium, they need a private
spot or at least a private time for daily retreat and relaxation. The most creatively
stimulating and soothing environment for Pisceans is near water, preferably the
ocean.

!The modern ruler of Pisces is Neptune, planet of the spiritual and sensitive
qualities in man. Ancient astrologers assigned Pisces Jupiter, a planet also
associated with spirituality as well as thirst for knowledge and understanding. These
planets represent similar traits and both of them influence Piscean personalities.
They are idealistic, sensitive, and love to play martyr. They are often shy and would
much rather impersonate someone else than be themselves. That's why so many
are actors, artists, writers, and dreamers. Their association with elusive Neptune
makes it hard to predict how Pisceans will develop. Some of them are neat and well
organized, while others become slovenly and careless. Personal habits are often a
direct reflection of emotional reactions to their environment. Their imaginations are
limitless, an ability that makes them successful writers of fiction or turns them
into pathological liars. Unique ability to understand the abstract can make them
gifted mathematicians and theorists, or it can put them so out of touch with reality
that they make no sense at all.

!As if to directly confront their own vulnerability, many Pisceans are daredevils and
risk-takers, becoming race car drivers, aviators, explorers, and hunters. Their
emotional nature can make them compulsive eaters who face a lifelong battle of the
bulge. Sports and physical fitness routines are a good way for them to keep in
shape as well as reduce their emotional stress. Horseback riding, dancing, skating,
swimming or sailing are favored activities.

!Piscean colors are pale green, purple, rose, and gray-blue. Vulnerable parts of the
body are the feet and lymphatic system. Swelling, allergic reaction to drugs, and
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body are the feet and lymphatic system. Swelling, allergic reaction to drugs, and

sore feet are common complaints, but their emotional nature can also make them
vulnerable to psychosomatic illness. The Piscean birthstone is the aquamarine. The
sea-colored aquamarine becomes invisible when submerged in water. This is an
appropriate representation of the shy Pisceans who often wish they could disappear
as easily. Flowers for Pisces are the orchid, lilac, wisteria, water lily (lotus), poppy
(white), and pansy.

MOON
!The moon rules desire as opposed to ego, need as opposed to expediency or reason.
It describes how you feel about yourself, how you handle relationships, and how you
emotionally respond to situations and experiences. It describes the flow of your
daily functions; physical, emotional, and mental. The moon represents your
residence and domestic environment. It rules babies and young children, your
mother and other important females in your life.

MOON in SCORPIO
!Those born with the moon in a Water sign need to establish solid emotional
commitments. Before considering the practicality of a situation, and before
objectively examining the facts, they react emotionally. They are highly intuitive,
though at times, it is deceptively self-serving. As lunar Water sign personalities,
those with moon in Scorpio are primarily led by their emotions. If they are subjected
to emotional manipulation or deprivation in childhood, they are not going to reveal
their vulnerability by openly expressing their feelings or needs. If they are raised in
a non-threatening environment, they will probably emerge as mild mannered, easy to
get along with adults. There is no denying the potential for hedonism,
possessiveness, jealousy, and revenge in these individuals but not all of them give in
to such destructive energies. Those who do are likely to suffer accordingly, reaping
their rewards in this life rather than the next.

!Scorpio moon personalities do not want to be rushed or forced into making a
commitment. Once they make an emotional commitment to a project, idea, or
relationship, they tenaciously pursue and hang on to it. Their emotional nature is
accompanied by strong will power and amazing ability to overcome adversity.
Instinctive understanding of human motivation and behavior gives them an emotional
advantage, a conscious or subconscious way to control themselves as well as
others. The mistake many of them make is being so intent on controlling others,
that they never learn to effectively control themselves. Their stubborn nature
makes it difficult for others to convince them to change their opinions and behavior
or to break undesirable habits.

!Women with Scorpio moon are apt to be shrewd, and when they have high
intelligence, it is likely to be brilliant. Their ambition is not so much a matter of
wanting great wealth for its own sake as it is their desire to gain power. Men with
Scorpio moon can be driven to distraction by situations that offer no solution, and

by people who refuse to tell them anything. Their emotional nature is well suited to
deal with economic, human, or natural resources.

MERCURY
!Mercury indicates mental outlook, intellectual endeavors, the way you think and
communicate. It represents ideas, methods, and information. It rules your hands
and thus your manual dexterity and mechanical skills. Mercury also describes
transportation; that is, how you get where you're going physically and mentally. Do
you speed with all possible haste or amble along taking a few detours here and
there?

MERCURY in AQUARIUS
!Those with natal Mercury in Aquarius have a curious, but usually compatible,
mixture of characteristics associated with their thoughts and ideas and the
expression of those ideas. These individuals are stimulated by unusual or
unorthodox methods and ideas, which they are often successful at fitting into
traditional systems. They have respect for tradition, but are also able to express
traditional ideas in an avant-garde or unorthodox manner. They can be very
stubborn and opinionated, while at the same time maintain liberal, unbiased
attitudes. They are inclined toward design, architecture, science, finance, and, in
some cases, music or literature. In the matter of learning and transportation, they
can be unpredictable and, at times, highly original and unique. Whatever they do,
they always seem to wittingly or unwittingly attract a crowd.

VENUS
!Venus rules your social attitudes and behavior, and your aesthetic tastes and
inclinations. It is female relationships and social interactions at every level. Venus
indicates your values. It describes romance, marriage and other partnerships,
capacity for humor, and the pursuit of pleasure.

VENUS in PISCES
!The social attitudes and behavior of these individuals is profoundly influenced by
their emotional state. Though the Piscean influence implies a certain level of
shyness, this is not always the case. These individuals love to have other people
around, and enjoy being part of the interaction that accompanies many activities
and dramatic involvements. However, they are severely hurt if a relationship does
not go well, and as a result, they may be very reluctant when it comes to making
new associations. Their compassionate nature makes it difficult for them to be
harshly judgmental and discriminating in choosing companions. This is unfortunate
since they seem to effortlessly attract people who take advantage of them. They
may possess uncanny instincts regarding people in other ways however. They may
have remarkable skill, for example, when it comes to putting together the right
people in the right situations.
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MARS
!Mars rules physical energy and efforts. It describes the strength and direction of
the physical force that drives your ego, fires your emotions, and encourages your
mental endeavors and communicative skills. It describes male relationships and
associations, risk-taking inclinations, and the physical challenges you are likely to
encounter.

MARS in CAPRICORN
!Individuals with Mars in Capricorn are aggressively ambitious. They act more
decisively and with greater confidence when they are acting within the limits of
what is legally and socially acceptable. They are also more effective when they know
they are being observed, and when they know that what they are doing commands
respect. Rejection in business or romance is not something they accept easily, and
they continue to relentlessly pursue their goals in any way they think will work. The
influence of Capricorn may mean a certain ruthlessness in their nature, but that is
what it takes to succeed in the fiercely competitive situations they pursue. These
individuals are often the ones responsible for bringing about greatly needed
changes, and establishing institutions and structures that ultimately benefit many
people other than themselves.

JUP ITER
!Jupiter rules your potential for growth and expansion on many levels; physical,
intellectual, spiritual, cultural, and the accumulation of material assets, power, and
status. It describes your optimism and aspirations. It represents your father and
his position in society.

JUPITER in CANCER
!Individuals with natal Jupiter in Cancer experience personal growth and expansion
through their family and domestic environment. The concept of nurturing is a
strong element in this Jupiter sign position, and these individuals are often talented
cooks, caterers, psychological counselors and educators. They may be subjected to
emotional extremes and must carefully avoid over-reactions. Knowledge of human
emotions and learning how to control the power and sensitivity of feelings are what
these individuals can gain in life.

SATURN
!Saturn rules responsibilities, restrictions and limitations you are apt to encounter,
and the lessons you must learn in life. It does not deny or diminish imagination,
inspiration, spirituality, and good fortune but it does demand that these things be
given structure and meaning.

SATURN in GEMINI
!Individuals with Saturn in Gemini find restrictions in communication. They may lack
ability or opportunity to acquire or communicate information. In some cases it may
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ability or opportunity to acquire or communicate information. In some cases it may

be the inability of others to communicate effectively that hampers their own
efforts. Disorganization may be the reason that some of them cannot efficiently
use information, or, being overly organized, they miss important details. Efforts to
turn ideas into action can be restricted. They may be too serious when a light-
hearted approach would be more effective.

URANUS
!Uranus rules personal as well as societal freedom. It indicates originality of thought
and expression. In society it rules radical ideas and people as well as revolutionary
events that upset established structures. Uranus takes approximately seven years
to transit one sign, taking about 84 years to complete all twelve signs. Since groups
of people with Uranus in the same sign are separated by 84 years, the influence of
this planet in a sign is generational. The personal implications of Uranus in your life
are described by its house position and the aspects it makes with other planets in
your natal chart. It describes areas of unpredictability, and where you or your life
style may be different than those around you. It relates to the unusual or unique.
Friends and associations to which you belong are also indicated, as is your potential
involvement with science and technology, computers, and the media.

URANUS in GEMINI
!The generation of individuals born with natal Uranus in Gemini want freedom of
speech and communication. Research and development of innovative technology and
methods of communication are eagerly undertaken. All new ideas get attention, and
freedom of information is emphasized.

NEPTUNE
!Neptune rules those who are oppressed or abandoned; the misfits of society. On a
higher level it rules visionaries, and those who are glamorous and charismatic. It
represents spirituality, mysticism, and ideals. Neptune is in one sign for
approximately thirteen years, taking about 164 years to complete its cycle through
all twelve signs. Since 164 years separate people born during its transit of one sign
and those born when it returns, Neptune's significance in any sign is described as
generational or historical. On a personal level, Neptune's house position and the
aspects it makes with other planets in your natal chart will describe spirituality,
abstract thinking, illusion, disillusionment, and other areas of your life where things
aren't always what they seem. It rules derangement, guilt, persecution, and
describes the potential for experiences related to confinement, abandonment, and
addiction or physical intolerance to drugs.

NEPTUNE in LIBRA
!During the most recent period of Neptune in Libra in 1942-1957 the establishment
of the United Nations was typical of the Libran effort to establish peace. Neptune's
influence is also evident since the U. N. has had minimal effect in accomplishing its
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influence is also evident since the U. N. has had minimal effect in accomplishing its

goals. Equality (Libra) for minorities (Neptune) may get attention but real solutions
may prove illusive.

PLUTO
!Pluto takes approximately 248 years to make one cycle through all twelve signs.
The period Pluto spends in each sign can vary from twelve years to thirty two years
due to the eccentricity of its orbit. Like atomic energy (a force ruled by Pluto), the
presence and direction of Pluto's energy are never obvious until it is used. Pluto’s
influence in any sign is interpreted as generational or historical. In your personal
life, Pluto's significance is interpreted from its house position and the aspects it
makes to other natal planets in your horoscope. Pluto rules intense energy, and
describes the areas in which you consciously or subconsciously seek to exercise
power or control. Pluto is also linked to your karmic responsibility, and in this
respect, it describes the areas where you must gain the deepest level of
understanding.

PLUTO in LEO
!Pluto's last period in Leo was 1938-1957. Leo rules the king or representative
government. During Pluto's transit of Leo in the late 1600's and early 1700's, John
Locke, philosopher of the English Revolution and American Revolution, wrote his
famous essays stating that governments existed by virtue of voluntary
agreements and their function was to protect the rights of individuals.

PART TWO: THE OUTER YOU
!In Part Two you will read about the twelve houses of the horoscope. The houses
represent areas of life in which you operate on a daily basis. You will read
descriptions of how you handle the circumstances you encounter in each of these
areas, according to your nature, personality and other traits as they are outlined in
Part One.

HOUSE 1
!The first house and the sign that rules the first house, which is also known as the
Ascendant or Rising sign, describes your outer personality and physical attributes.
To some extent it also describes your health and the type of illnesses you may
experience.

LIBRA ASCENDANT
!A Libra Ascendant indicates those with energetic, success-oriented personalities.
In one way or another they are dedicated to putting their best foot forward. They
are apt to be so charming and unfailingly polite, others may sometimes view them
as being insincere. However, this is not necessarily the case. It is how they
genuinely feel most comfortable and are able to function successfully, rather than
a misguided need to hide behind false manners and charming smiles.
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!Libra Rising implies a distinct mental orientation. Their expressions and
mannerisms can make them appear scholarly, even if they aren't particularly
learned. They are apt to be fond of books, music, or art. Though they may seem
emotionally detached, their disposition is friendly and eagerly cooperative. However,
should something in their physical or mental environment be off balance, they can
become cross, demanding, and even tyrannical, until they manage once again to gain
their personal equilibrium.

!Libra is ruled by Venus, planet of sensuality and beauty, and as a result many of
these individuals are fortunate enough to be physically attractive. Even if they are
not thought of as being physically beautiful their charming personality will enhance
their actual appearance. They are fond of personal luxuries, physical comfort,
dressing well, and enhancing their appearance with cosmetics and other beauty aids.
Venus is the planet of romance and sociability, and with respect to these areas,
they are likely to be favored. They are romantic, charming, and gracious. They may
have a strong spirit of cooperation and diplomacy, but not all of them possess the
Libra ability for strategic planning and organization. The negative potential includes
the possibility of individuals who are shy, rude or antisocial. It also can mean
individuals with either total disregard for their appearance, or the reverse, a vain
obsession with retaining youth and beauty at all costs.

!They are likely to be artistically or musically skilled. Interior design, architecture
and the law are other areas in which they have particular interest. These individuals
are often as good at taking photographs as they are at posing for them. Common
physical complaints are apt to be lack of energy, and ailments that result from
addiction to rich foods, particularly sweets.

MOON in 1st HOUSE
!Moon in the first house indicates individuals with personal magnetism as well as
personal ambition. In spite of this, they are emotionally vulnerable and can be highly
influenced by others. Their personality and even their physical appearance are
subject to constant change. They may, for example, adopt the latest fashions or
mode of behavior to assure themselves of being accepted. To cover up any real or
perceived weakness in themselves, they are apt to follow one of two paths. Either
they work twice as hard as anyone else usually becoming very successful in the
bargain, or, they avoid failure by not doing anything at all. They may be successful
and competent individuals on the outside but they need continual reassurance on an
emotional level. They are apt to be guided or assisted in life by women, or one
female in particular. Even so, they constantly seek advice from one source or
another.

MOON square PLUTO
!Moon square Pluto indicates those who may have the unfortunate habit of
outsmarting themselves. They are apt to have analytical ability and keen
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outsmarting themselves. They are apt to have analytical ability and keen

perceptiveness but those traits can sometimes get in the way. Looking for hidden
motives or continually thinking there may be something beyond the obvious may
simply be a waste of their time. Revenge and possessiveness can threaten the
happiness of relationships. Many of them have an instinctive understanding of
power, where it is and who has it. Overcoming the need to possess power for
themselves they can then set about to let it work for them indirectly, and in this
way attain great success.

HOUSE 2
!The second house describes material assets, how you handle monetary income, and
the potential ways it may be earned. It also indicates the values and priorities you
establish throughout life.

SCORPIO on 2nd HOUSE
!Scorpio ruling the second house indicates intense desires. These individuals may,
for example, focus so intensely on attaining some goal that almost everything and
everyone else becomes meaningless. They are likely to find it difficult, if not
impossible, to give up one thing to attain another. Learning to control and handle
money is one of their biggest lessons. Those who hoard it, must learn to spend it.
Those who tend to be reckless spenders have to either give up control of their
assets to someone who will handle it for them, or even better, learn to do it
themselves. There is a potential for complete regeneration of their financial status.
In fact there may be many new beginnings when it comes to assets, values, and
priorities. They experience definite periods when they feel the need to reject
certain values or priorities and, as a result, set about making a complete new slate.
Whether or not they succeed at starting over again depends on other factors in
their personalities and background. It is more likely they will leave inheritances than
be the recipients of such benefactions, although there is potential their marriage
partners will gain through inheritance.

HOUSE 3
!The third house describes your mental state, intellectual orientation, self-
expression and communication, early education, mechanical dexterity and skills,
immediate environment (neighborhood), and siblings. It indicates physical actions,
and transportation, especially within your immediate environment. To a certain
extent the third house also describes the job or health of your father.

CAPRICORN on 3rd HOUSE
!Capricorn ruling the third house indicates individuals whose learning processes or
communicative skills may be limited or frustrated, or their education is limited. It
implies the possibility of lack of imagination, reluctance of verbal expression,
learning disabilities, and sight, hearing, or speech impediments. These individuals
may view educational tasks as unpleasant or tedious, but later in life they may be
more receptive, even eager, to learn and to communicate their thoughts and ideas.
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more receptive, even eager, to learn and to communicate their thoughts and ideas.

Another area influenced by Capricorn on the third house involves relationships with
siblings. It can mean, for example, a great age difference between these individuals
and their siblings and the relationships are necessarily limited by the generation
gap, or it can mean they may have responsibility for a sibling. Another common
occurrence under Capricorn's influence is an extremely close relationship with a
sibling that fosters too much dependence in one or both of them. Relationships with
neighbors may be restricted. The positive side of Capricorn’s influence implies long
and stable relationships with neighbors and siblings, as well as talent and
organizational ability in dealing with ideas and information.

MARS in 3rd HOUSE
!Mars in the third house indicates the likelihood of those with short attention spans.
They have intellectual curiosity so they want to know many things, but
unfortunately they usually want to know everything at once. Their impatience
makes the structure of formal education very confining. They learn best through
actual physical experience. Though they dislike long-winded lectures or convoluted
thinking, they are not above engaging in these activities themselves. Taking care of
details and organization can present too much of a task, and if obliged to pay
attention to such matters, they may resort to hiring or cajoling others to do it for
them. They keep very busy, especially in their immediate environment or
neighborhood with constant comings and goings. They are compelled to turn
thoughts and ideas into action. Many of them never quite get around to settling
down since one activity or another constantly draws them away from home. The
negative potential includes those who are hot tempered, lack mechanical ability, and
experience accidents, especially with cars and while traveling within a short distance
of home. The influence of Mars on the positive side suggests writing ability,
imagination, and talent for forensic debate.

MARS opposite JUPITER
!Mars opposite Jupiter indicates those who tend to want things to go their way and
will either aggressively seek to run everything, or avoid handling anything, leaving it
up to those around them. They have well developed appetites for pleasure, and
moderation is not easily accomplished. It is hard for others to present these
individuals with negative situations since they have a low tolerance level for
unenjoyable or unpleasant circumstances. They gain maturity as individuals by
dealing with the negative side of life as well as they do with its positive aspects.

HOUSE 4
!The fourth house describes your residence, domestic environment, and family
members, especially your mother. It indicates the beginning as well as the end of
various cycles in your life.

AQUARIUS on 4th HOUSE
!Aquarius ruling the fourth house indicates the likelihood of unpredictable or unusual

situations regarding childhood, a parent, and adult home life. These individuals are
apt to live a very different lifestyle or in a different place or area than the one in
which they were brought up. This may be a deliberate choice, but it can also be the
result of circumstances beyond their control. They are apt to spend a certain
period of time living under abnormal or unusual conditions. They tend to favor
unusual designs and architecture and many of them enjoy building their own homes.
Inside their houses their preferences are either antiques and an assortment of odd
or interesting furnishings and designs, or very contemporary, futuristic styles. In
many cases they enjoy mixing the very old with the very new in unusual eclectic
arrangements. Everyone is welcomed into their homes as a friend, and their
residences are apt to be favorite gathering places for groups and organizations to
which they belong.

SUN in 4th HOUSE
!Sun in the fourth house indicates those whose will power and drive are guided by
and focused on their home and family. Childhood conditioning has a crucial effect on
the development of their ego. Whether their home life exerts a positive or negative
influence, they may never be quite free of family relations. Their energy and
creativity may be directed to a family-owned business for example. Even the most
dedicated world travelers in this group seem to invariably end up back home. The
negative potential of this sun house position includes those who dominate and
manipulate their family and domestic environment. The positive potential indicates
individuals who rise to prominent positions as a result of help from their family or
family connections.

SUN trine MOON
!Sun trine Moon indicates individuals apt to be pretty well satisfied with themselves.
This aspect is not a certain indication they will have an outward tendency for self-
promotion, and for some, it may be more about having an inner contentment that
helps them stand up to the trials of rejection and other personal disappointments in
life. They have a strong (or perhaps just lucky) life force and energy when survival
becomes the issue.

SUN square SATURN
!Sun square Saturn indicates those likely to be quite successful in life, if only
because they have learned how to handle the obstacles in their paths that nearly
always seem to show up. Overnight success is not the rule here, but success usually
is. They may have great expectations of themselves and confidence in what they
can do, but disappointments can cause them to develop low expectations about
others or what others will do. They are ambitious and ready to try anything to
obtain their goals.

SUN square URANUS
!Sun square Uranus indicates those who tend to be highly eccentric, or at least have

some eccentricities hidden in what others may view as their fairly straight
personalities or demeanors. They may even surprise themselves by their own
behavior and reactions to things, which are by no means predictable or consistent
from one time to the next. Obstacles they encounter in life are often unexpected
and may be unusual.

MERCURY in 4th HOUSE
!Mercury in the fourth house indicates those who prefer to work at home as
bookkeepers, writers, researchers, and teachers. They are apt to have a sizable
collection of books, magazines, and other written material in their home. If they
happen to be more mechanically inclined than intellectually oriented, their home
becomes the repository of an array of mechanical devices. Many possess artistic
and mechanical skills that enable them to make household repairs and do some
impressive interior decorating. They may end up living with a sibling or in the same
neighborhood as their siblings. They don't mind allowing their home to be used for
community meetings or other neighborhood projects. Negative factors in their
personality or background can mean argument or separation from siblings as well as
estrangement and disagreement with neighbors.
